Title III Helps APSU Students Succeed 

                You will be hearing much about Title III Grant activities—all of which are designed to help APSU students be more successful—both academically and personally. The Department of Education provides approximately $400,000 per year to APSU for planning, faculty development, administrative management, and development and improvement of academic programs. Specific activities addressed through this $2 million, 5-year grant, titled Promoting Student Success, include the following:
· Promoting Academic Student Success (PASS) course, PASS 0900: This course begins Fall 2009 and will be required for all freshmen placed on probation. In part, students enrolled in this pass/fail course will complete an academic self-assessment and diagnostic and prescriptive assessments to determine their academic strengths and weaknesses. Also, students will participate in tutoring activities and meetings with peer mentors (PASS Ambassadors).
· Center for Excellence in Teaching and Learning (i.e., Teaching and Learning Center): A Faculty Development Specialist will be hired to design, develop, and pilot the Center. Through this center, full-time and part-time faculty will be assisted in preparing syllabi, using campus technology, constructing tests, using various classroom assessments, and developing grading rubrics. Upon invitation from a faculty member, the Center will provide qualified individuals to observe classroom teaching and provide collegial feedback.
· Intrusive Advising: Three academic college Advising Coordinators will be hired to improve advising experiences for majors in each college.
· Course Redesign:  Through this on-going process, faculty will learn new ways to engage students in the learning process to enhance their academic success. The focus of course redesign, in general, is high enrolled, low success core courses.
