The APSURA Board of Directors met at 3:00 p.m.on July 1, 2010 in the President’s Conference Room on the APSU campus.  The meeting was called to order by President Al Bekus.  Present were:  Al Bekus, Gerald Beavers, Wayne Chaffin, Aleeta Christian, Ann Harris, Meredith Gildrie, Mitch Robinson, and Hester Crews.  

The minutes of the November 24, 2009, April 27, 2010 and June 9, 2010 meetings were distributed.  Gerald Beavers made a motion, seconded by Al Bekus that the minutes be approved as submitted.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Wayne Chaffin presented the year-end Treasurer’s report:  Credits: $1012.99; Debits: $585.44; Available cash: $427.55 with 44 members for the year.  Following Wayne’s explanation of the report Aleeta moved that the report be approved as submitted; Gerald seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Board thanked Wayne for the outstanding job he has done as Treasurer.  
Al Bekus reported he has finalized the letters to current members and 16 recently retired APSU faculty/staff and inquired of Gerald as to the status of APSURA letterhead.  Gerald explained letterhead will not be completed in time for these letters.  Al stated he will process these letters as he has in the past.  
Gerald demonstrated the new APSURA response line (931-221-1699) and distributed operating instructions to Board members.  The line will be used for responses to the invitation for the July 15 reception.  Gerald thanked Mitch for his special assistance in getting the line “up and running” and the Board thanked Gerald and Mitch for this accomplishment.  

There was much discussion concerning the July 15 reception with the following results:

APSU administrators will be invited as they were at the previous reception.  Gerald will include their names for invitations.  Al will personally invite President  Hall and ask him to make a few remarks. 
Following discussion, Gerald moved that Aleeta and Ann be allocated up to $300 for food for the reception.  Al seconded the motion; the motion carried unanimously.  

The idea of a raffle was discussed with a motion from Ann that the APSURA give away one year membership and a history book of APSU to one person paying dues at the reception.  The motion was seconded by Aleeta and carried unanimously.  Double tickets will be requested from Roy Gregory for the drawing.

     Ask Annelle Gracey if she will assist.

Ann will coordinate the raffle details.

Request labels for all retirees, 16 recent retirees, and members;



Process/mail letters Al Bekus has prepared; and 


Assist Gerald in mailing invitations.
