	*Brianna Velazquez also made a formal complaint about Craig campaigning in the library.  There was a flyer on a water fountain in Sevier and flyers in the library by Josh Whaley- supporting Craig Amabile.
Kenny’s argument
	*chalked the walk and it was written over by Craig supporters
	*Reserved UC plaza from 12-3 and Craig supports interfered.
	*He talked to Andy Kean about the interference.
	*”Key” Party text message was addressed.
	*He made the statement that candidates are responsible for actions of their supporters.
	*He also pointed out  that Craig had more than 3, 2x3 banners.
	*Facilities guidelines are that you can chalk on horizontal surfaces only and Craigs supports wrote on the walls of the UC.
	*Library- Craig had people supporting him in the library in the afternoon of Tuesday.
	*Fine or to war is disregarding the Electoral Act and he recommended a disqualification of Craig Amabile.
Craig Amabile’s rebuttal
	*He accepted the fines given to him by Facilities for writing on the walls of the UC.
	*The banners was a misinterpretation of the Electoral Act.

The Chief Justice then read Article 5, Sections 2, 3, 4 and 5 to Craig.
Craig left and the there was a motion to vote Craig Amabile in Violation of the Electoral Act which passed 3-0.
The Internal Affairs discussed the following issues
	*5 banners up, only allowed to have 3 banners.
	*Campaigning in the Computer lab-library is strictly prohibited according to the Electoral Act.
	*Chalking on UC columns/walls was already addressed by facilities.
	*Passing out flyers during Kenny’s cookout event is directly interfering with another person’s campaign which is in violation of the Electoral Act.
	*Defacing campaign material is also interfering with another person’s campaign which is strictly prohibited by the Electoral Act as well.
	*Adveritising in residence halls on the water fountain.
Candidate disqualification was then discussed and then denied by secret ballot.
He was then charged a monetary fine as follows.
	1.) Chalking over writing, defacing campaign material (Article V, Section 2)- 35$
2.) For 2 extra banners (Article V, Section 4)- 25$
3.) For Campaigning in library (Article V, Section 5)- 75$
4.) For passing out flyers during cookout (Article V, Section 2)- 50$
5.) Advertising in Residence Halls (Article V, Section 4)- 10-$
Total of 195$
He must appeal by Tuesday, April 5th. 
Paid in full to the Student Government Association to Dean Singleton by the end of the Appeal option which is Tuesday, April 5th.
If he cannot pay in full, he needs to pay half which needs to be paid up front and the rest paid by the end of the 2009-2010 term.
