April 6, 2010 Student Tribunal Meeting
Election Appeal by Craig Amabile
· Craig Amabile appeared before the Student Tribunal to Appeal the Internal Affairs Committee’s decision to assess a $195 fine for violations of the Electoral Act during the presidential campaign.
· Amabile’s grounds for appeal were based on the substantiality of the evidence for the violations of the Electoral Act.
· Amabile addressed each violation specifically.
· Defacing campaign materials.
· Amabile’s stance was that he was not personally a part of it. Amabile argued that some of the chalk writing was “already there”, but that he did fund the materials used. He said he wrote in a free speech area and he stated that he understands fee from facilities from where his supporters wrote on columns.
· Residence Hall Advertising
· Amabile stated that the only campaigning was a flyer on a water fountain and that none of his supporters went in the halls.
· Excessive Banners
· Amabile stated that this was “hard to argue” and that he was more so in fault of this violation. Amabile argued that he should not be fined for one banner because it was not on the APSU campus.
· Campaigning in Library
· Amabile stated that he discussed with Kenny Kennedy about the “Vote for Kenny” shirts and “Vote for Luke” sunglasses in the library.
· Passing Out Flyers In Cookout Area
· Amabile argued that it was in the free speech zone. It was stated by Chief Justice Gaasch that Kennedy had reserved the area for the cookout (Section 2 Article 5).
· Amabile stated that the fines were steep and should be cut off because the election was over and Kennedy won.
· Student Tribunal discussed the fines and due date for the fine to be paid and the results are:
· The fine for the two extra banners would be cut in half to $12.50 to accommodate the fact that one banner was off campus.
· The fine for campaigning in the library would be upheld at $75.
· The fine for passing out flyers during Kennedy’s cookout would be upheld at $50.
· The fine for defacing campaign materials would be upheld at $35.
· The date for the fine to be paid will be changed to April 13, 2010 by 4:00 PM in full to Student Affairs. The check should be made out to the Student Government Association as either a money order or cashier’s check.
