5. Answers questions about why the organization should be honored;
6. Total possible points is 500.

Guidelines:

1. Organization must be registered with the Office of Student Life and Leadership by September 6, 2011 via PeayLink.
2. Organization must keep their PeayLink page updated at all times with current officers, advisor, and constitution/by-laws. 
3. All portions of the application must be fully completed. 
4. Falsification of any portion of the application will result in disqualification. 
5. The SOC vice president and the Director of Student Life and Leadership reserve the right to make decisions regarding awarding of points, questionable events, etc. 
6. Obscene or vulgar behavior from any member at any event automatically disqualifies the organization. 
7. Organization must be in good standing with the Office of Student Life and Leadership for the duration of the evaluation period.

1. Organization attended scheduled Student Organization Orientation in Fall 2011.  (25 points)
2. Organization attended SOC Midterm Meetings. (10 points each)
3. Organization submitted Spring 2011 and Fall 2012 Semester Activity Report by deadline. (10 points each)
4. Organization re-registered on PeayLink by September 6, 2011. (25 points) 
5. Organization participates in the Involvement Fair September 6, 2011. (10 points)
